Knowing where you stand
financially may influence your
plans for the wedding itself. If
you’ve got $20,000 in
outstanding student loans, do you
really want to double your debt
with an expensive wedding?

A recent survey of Visa Inc.
cardholders found that 87 percent
of those who had gotten married
in the last 10 years said they’d
overspent on their wedding or
honeymoon. Leading offenders
were food, cake and drinks (18
percent), the wedding reception
(12 percent) and the honeymoon
(11 percent).

There’s a whole cottage
industry today built on cutting
wedding costs. A few helpful tips
include:

Print your own wedding
invitations fromyour computer—
www.mountaincow.com and
other sitessell invitation software
and high—grade stationery.

Limit the number of
invitation enclosures to lower
postage — and save trees.

Create awebsite for tracking
RSVPs, posting directions, bridal
registry links, etc.

Order flowers and foods
that are in season and consider
holding a buffet or a dessert
reception versus a sit—-down
meal.

Limit the number of guests
to ensure meaningful
interactions with each.
Remember, spending just one
minute apiece with 300 guests
would take five hours.

How to Make Children Money Smart

Doyour children understand
the value of a dollar? Learning
how to manage money early is a
lesson that will be essential
throughout their lives, according
to the California Society of CPAs
(www.calcpa.org). Here are some
tips that you can use to ensure
that even the youngest children
learn how to save and spend
wisely.

Give Them Responsibility

Most children begin to learn
about money through their
allowances. When you give your
children aregular allowance and
let them make decisions on how
tospendit, you’re providing them
with an opportunity to budget
and take responsibility for their
own expenses. Each child will be
ready for an allowance at a
differentage, but5or 6 isoftena
good time to start.

An allowance is a great
introductionto how money works
in the real world. Your children
may not always make the right
decisions, butthey will learn from

their mistakes now rather than
when they are adults.
Allowance Options
There are many ways an
allowance can work. Some
parents pay one amount every
week, while other children
receive money in exchange for
certain chores or
accomplishments. Some families
require children to save some part
of their allowance, while others
leave thisdecision uptothe child.
You should explain to your
children what they are expected
to pay for with the allowance. It
may be meant to cover splurge
items, such as new toys or pizza
after school with friends, or you
might ask them to chip in on
other expenditures, such as
equipment they will need for a

sports team. On all of these
questions, there is no one correct
answer, so you can pick the
approach that’s right for your
family.
Encourage Savings

Whether you require your
children to save some part of
theirallowance or not, it’sa good
ideato open savings accounts for
them and suggest that they set a
small amount aside whenever
they receive it, including birthday
gifts or money they earn from
summer jobs. Of course, savings
aren’t meaningful unless they
have something to save for.
